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The Yayoi period started 1,700 years ago and lasted for approximately 600 years. The Yoshinogari ruins are the only
remains in the nation that allow us to trace the 600 year Yayoi period. The scenes of Yoshinogar of 1,800 years ago
have been restored today. Please take your time and enjoy the Yayoi world.
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Shields at each of the four corners protect the guards on the tower. From this
vantage point they can watch the people entering and leaving the enciosure.
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There are two gates to the AMinamy Nakaky (South Inner Palace):the main gate at the south and
a smaller gate at the north. The main gate is protected on both sides by watchtowers.
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Minami-Naikaku (South Inner Palace) is one of the two central areas of Yoshinogari. Located in the south, this area was
completely surrounded by a moat and fences. A watchtower was discovered in this area as well. These findings led to
the assumption that the leaders of Yoshinogari used this protected area as a residence.

This Is the house where the Zauir (the Yoshinogan ruling class) responsible for judicial affairs lives
with his family. Me is receiving a report from the soldier standing at the entrance to the house.
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Here the & (king) and the 7azi (the Yoshinogari ruling class) assemble to
take part in ceremonies and discuss matters of policy.
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This was the most important area since all the festivals of Yoshinogari were administered from here. While dates of

important events such as rice planting or harvesting were decided here, prayers for war or hunting were also given
here, Therefore it is believed that only the leaders of the province were allowed to enter this sacred area.
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Located between the Main Sanctuary and the East Sanctuary, Saido (shrine) is believed to have been used by the
people to purify themselves for the festivals or to store tools for festival rituals,
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It Is assumed that the spirits of the ancestors who protect Kita-Funkyubo (North Burial Mound) reside in this pillar,
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This is considered to be the special path for the people who visited Kita~Funicyubo (North Burial Mound). Since the path
is extended outward from the external moat, it was maybe not only for the people of the Yoshinogar vilage but also
for those of the surrounding villages and the outer regions of the province to visit Kita-Funkyubo (North Burial Mound),
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This is considered to be the gravevard of the successive kings who governed Yoshinogarl during the mid-Yayol
period. Fourteen Kamekan (caskets) were discovered in this mound. Different from the other graves, many vakiable
burial furnishings such as glass tube balls and bronze swords were found in this graveyard.
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Kamekan boretsu (burial jar graves)
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Kamekan means a distinctive coffin found only in northern
Kyushu from the Yayol period in Japan. Over 3.000 kamekan
have been found in the whola Yoshinogari ruins so far, including
over 1,000 which are buried here.

Looking closer at the huge site, you can see grave’
lines are made into groups in the lengths of 20 to 40
meters, very possibly, for each family.
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Two jars were used to make kamekan, one to put the body in and
another to cover the top as a lid. Ground was dug roughly 2
meters, and kamekan was buried in the hole after the joint part was
seamed with clay. It is thought that a burial mound was made and

used to mark each kamekan.
