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Mukohakayama Kofun(Mounded Tomb)

Mukohakayama Kofun is one of the satellite burial mounds of Hakayama Kofun.

This Kofun is a square tomb with 68m on a side and has a two-tiered mound which
measures 10m high. The tomb and mound slope are kept its original form by covered
with stones.

A part of the mound of this tomb shared its structure with the bank of Hakayama Kofun

It is still largely unexplored inside of the tomb,but an excavation around the tomb

unearthed Haniwas(earthenware funarary sculptures)which verified the tomb was
constructed in the early S5th century.
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Nonaka Kofun (Nonaka Mounded Tomb)

Excavated artifacts: A wide variety and farge number of funerary ?oods, including 11 breastplates, 11 helmets,

More than 40,000 talc-made ceremonial copies of implements, mainly mortar-shaped beads, from the surrounding moat

Nonaka Kofun is a square kofun located on the north side of the round rear section
of Hakayama Kofun. A moat surrounding the mound is preserved underground.

An excavation of the mound’ s top section revealed that it held at least five wooden
boxes.In addition to eleven iron cuirasses, eight iron helmets and three leather helmets,
excavated artifacts included large quantities of iron weapons such as single- and
double-edged swords and arrowheads; iron ingots used as raw material for iron
implements; a stone mortar and pestle set; and stoneware from the Korean peninsula.
Stoneware and imitation stone goods depicting sickles, axes and small knives were
also excavated near the top of the mound.
